	Term 1: Elements of Drama 

Week 1-6
Using improvisation, students review the drama basics they learnt in Year 8 English. Through improvisation and playbuilding they are introduced to the elements of drama.

	Term 1: Monologues
Using improvisation, playbuilding and set texts students study and perform monologues to strengthen their characterisation skills.  They are introduced to the theatrical philosophies of Constantine Stanislavski

	Term 1 & 2:  Theatresports

Term 1: Week 7–11
Term 2: Week 1–2
Students build on their improvisation skills by learning the games of Theatresports in preparation for the State Schools Theatresports Competition
Assessment: In-school Theatresports Competition


	Term 2: Greek Theatre and Rituals
Week 1-5
Students research Greek Theatre and rituals using ICT skills. Students use improvisation and playbuilding to perform the techniques and conventions of Ancient Greek Theatre.

Assessment: Research Task and Group Performance



	Term 2: Movement & Mime 
Week 3-10
Students learn the skills of creative movement and mime through improvisation exercises and creating group and solo performances.
Assessment: Individual and Group Movement Task


	Term 2 Shakespeare 
Week 6-10
Students learn to analyse a Shakespearean script and to perform it in its original form. They also learn to adapt the script to modern language and acting styles.

Assessment: Shakespeare Duologues

Assessment : Performance Review (Subject to the availability of a professional performance)



	Term 3: Playbuilding – Commedia dell’Arte
Students learn the skills of playbuilding and performance through studying the performance style of Commedia dell’arte.

	Term 3: Playbuilding
Students learn the skills of playbuilding through creating a theme based play. They are also introduced to the elements of production through the Individual Project component of the assessment.

	Term 4: Scripted Drama  - Melodrama
Students are introduced to script work by studying a Melodrama script. They learn to analyse a script and to convey the meanings of the text on stage.
